3. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BECOME FAMILIAR WITH THE APPLICABLE STORMWATER PERMITS
AND ADHERE TO ALL CONDITIONS OF THE PERMITS AS THEY RELATE TO SITE

4. ELEVATIONS ARE BASED ON BENCH MARKS USED BY EXISTING CONDITION SURVEYS AND

5. ALL REINFORCED CONCRETE PIPES (RCP) SHALL BE CLASS il MINIMUM.
ALL INLETS ARE TO BE FDOT CURB OR DITCH BOTTOM INLETS
